(a) Place a strong flooring of steel glrders and reinferced concrete as
¢lose to the bells as posslble,to arrest any falling bell. _
Certain helpful proposals have been made in this connection;but the
plan does not get-to the root of the matter.It is a precaution to
limit damage to life and property.It will not prevent the breaking
of a bell or a part.%e shall not avoid any expense incurred through
such a breakage.That possible e?pense will still looa before us.

(b) Undertake a definite condtructive policy by entirely renewing or
strengthening the .existing framework,so thet the bells may run freely
without excesslve movement in their setting.

This would removen all strain during ringing.Posgibly the new

frame could be constructed to arrest a falling bell almost at once.
