RULES pF THE CHETHAM SOCIETY.
1. That the Society shall be limited to three hundred and fifty members.
2. That the Society shall consist of members being subscribers of one pound annually, such subscrip-

6. That twenty copies of each work shall be allowed to the editor of the same, in addition to the

one to which he may be entitled as a member.

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INTRODUCTION.

THE
early sheets of this work were in the press twenty

years ago, when I was interrupted in my labour by

increasing toils and cares of business. Failing eyesight

having compelled me to employ a secretary, I have with

his assistance resumed the task ; and should the members
of the CHETHAM SOCIETY appreciate this publication I can

furnish a second volume from the materials now in pre-

paration.

Many years ago I was so fortunate as to obtain from the

late Mr. Towneley of Towneley the loan of one of the

volumes of Christopher Towneley's MS. collections, marked

by him C. C. Beside a variety of other matter, it contained

abstracts of Inquisitions post mortem. The first series of

these is prefaced with the words: "Theese Inquisitions fol-

lowing I had from Mr. Evan Walls, Keep: of the Rolles at

Lancr the 26th of January 1659."

Certain copies of the patent rolls he had also
" from Mr.

Wallis 16th Feby 1659," and at p. 110 he says: "Theese fol-

lowing I had out of Mr. Roger Dodsworth's collections, out

of his Booke 0. 0. 0.;"* and at p. 471 there is a similar ac-

knowledgment, with the date 26th June 1660. One inqui-

sition is stated to be " out of Mr. Mandle's booke" in 1660,

and two from Richd Ridley of Ribleton, 1
st June 1664.

* Dodsworth's volume, O. O. O., is numbered 87 in the Bodleian

library.
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I copied all the abstracts of inquisitions, arranged them

chronologically, and have given quotations bearing upon
some of them out of the Rolls. In some cases I have been

able to verify the abstracts by comparison with the original

record, and with Dodsworth's abstracts of the same inqui-

sitions.* I had my copies verified by another person, and

in printing I have not ventured to make any conjectural

emendations of the text. For the examination of the

proofs, the verification of dates, and the compilation of the

indices, I am much indebted to my secretary, Mr. C. Daniel.

Dates are not always easily determined. Witness notes

at pp. 48, 94, 133, 135; but that which I assigned to the

inquisition on the death of John de Cudworth, p. 13, cer-

tainly requires correction. It is given as calculated from

the feast of St. Martin the bishop ;
it should no doubt have

been St. Mark; but as there are two St. Marks bishops,

whose respective festivals are 29th March and 22nd Octo-

ber, the question of date still remains doubtful.

Uncertainty as to the spelling of proper names is well

understood ; but variations in the use of a surname in the

same family are not so frequent, and might be perplexing.

Examples occur at pp. 57, 58 and 59.

The second inquisition on William de Lancaster, p. 125,

is too much abridged to be instructive. The reference

made at the earlier entry, p. 84, should have been to the

4 Hen. V., not to the 10 Hen. V.; and a similar error of

reference is made at p. 95, where 1 Hen. VIII. should be

9 Hen. VIII.

Examples are given of what the differences are between the two

abstracts, in the Inquisition of Thomas de Chadderton (p. 54), and in

that of John de Hakenneshawe (p. 81).
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An example of a very young wife occurs at p. 35 ; value

of books stolen, p. 33; and prices of cattle and farm produce,

pp. 34 and 40, may be interesting. At p. 59 (18 Ric. II.),

there is mention of a "solarium" in Castle-street, Liverpool,
which was probably a ground-rent.

Twice we find evidence of Ellena, the infant heiress of

Lathom and Knowsley (overlooked by most of the genealo-

gists), whose early death brought, through her aunt Isabella,

those great estates to the Stanleys, and gave to that family
their hereditary importance in the county of Lancaster, vide

pp. 18,20, 21 and 35; while a.t p. 19, a curious piece of

domestic scandal is revealed in the family of Lathom.

The tenure of Lathom by thanage is mentioned at p. 10,

and there is the record, at p. 106, of the grant of a "saltus"

adjoining the park at Knowsley.

Amongst the tenures there are rare examples of holding

by sergeantcy. That of Dacre may be referred to at pp. 78

and 139. A charge of extortion, contrary to the terms of

tenure of the bailiwick of Lonsdale hundred, occurs at p. 85 ;

and a similar offence is recorded at Penwortham ferry, vide

p. 22.

At pp. 45 and 64 we find reported a failure on the part

of the nuns of Seton to fulfill the conditions of the grant

made to them in Lancaster and Skerton, and to keep their

premises in repair.

Barbed arrows are mentioned as a service by Haydock to

Bold at p. 32, and by Shuttleworth to the lord of Hapton
at p. 152. This last may possibly account for the charge of

three arrows in the shield on the seal appended to an old

deed made by a Shuttleworth.

At p. 97 there is a tenure under the barony of Man-
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Chester of certain premises in Chortton, for
" unum clavum

Gariofili;" and at p. 115, Sir Thos. Tunstal is found to give

a rose as the service for one of his manors, and a pound of

pepper for another. Margeria de Frees held a place called

Hethiascough of Sir John de Stanley, 2 Hen. IV., as of the

manor of Weeton,
"
per servitium unius libri cumini," vide

p. 76.

At p. 25 we find Thomas Browne, to whom Ralph de

Dacre had given half the manor of Over Kellet, holding

"per servitium unius Esperverii," or a rent of lOd. per
annum. He is stated to be a liegeman of the kingdom of

Scotland.

In several inquisitions of Clayton, pp. 3, 77 and 143, a

rent of 6d.
" nomine sake bode and fode" to Penwortham is

recorded in the last case misprinted
" Jake ;

"
and in

Aghton's inquisition, p. 30, occurs "sake et warde" to

Penwortham.

Under Maynwaryng, pp. 131, 132 and 133, the inheritance

in Lancashire of the Warrens of Pointon is illustrated from

other sources; and at p. Ill the connexion of the Bradshaws,

Pilkingtons and Harringtons is displayed in a note.

At p. 141 the marriage of the heiress of Butler of Merton

with Croft of Dalton is shown. She had previously been

contracted with Edward de Lathom, whose early death made

way for the inheritance of his sister Isabella de Stanley, a

circumstance gathered from the muniments at Lyme, vide

p. 20.

In the note at p. 53 the descent of the manors of Prest-

wich and Alkrington, and of the advowson of Prestwich

church, is given from other sources, and the probable origin

of the second and third quartering in the coat of Holland of
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Clifton is suggested : their crest, a wolf, also indicating an

alliance with a Wolveley, although evidently one without

issue.

At p. 151 I have hazarded a conjecture as to the origin

of the name of de la Leigh or Leye, in East Lancashire,

placing no faith in Dr. Whitaker's theory of their being of

the stock of the Cheshire Leghs.

Some corrections of the errors of former genealogists will

be found, viz.: at p. 158, one in the pedigree of Towneley,
due to Christopher Towneley's scribe mistaking an old

French word in a charter for a proper name ; at p. 63

dates in the Trafford pedigree are set right ; at p. 105 I

found the opportunity of correcting the error of Dr. Whit-

aker (History of Whalley] in his account of the descent of

Salebury from the Cliderous to the Talbots, an error which

has gained currency by its oft repetition without investiga-

tion. Mr. Foss's mistake in making judge Fulthorp's heir

to be the son of Sibilla his second wife is also pointed out,

as is the origin of the line of Houghton of Little Pendleton.

At p. 153 an error in the pedigree of Talbot of Bashall is

indicated.

The mention of Shoresworth as a possession of the Rad-

cliffes of Ordsall gave the opportunity of presenting, at p. 150,

a skeleton pedigree of the family which bore that name, de-

duced from deeds abstracted by Dodsworth. Margaret de

Shoresworth, the heiress of that race, has been often erro-

neously described by genealogists. The circumstances of

the settlements of the estate of Denton and other properties

on Thurstan, her son by Sir William de Holand of Hope,

and Sir William's death without legal heir of his body dis-

prove the right of the Hollands of Denton to bear the quar-
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terings of the de la Zouche family, which have been ascribed

to them and to their representatives through heiresses.

The description of " Urdesale" (Ordsall), with its surround-

ings, at p. 8, is a curious detail illustrative of that ancient

and important manor house of a junior branch of the great

family of Radcliffe.

At p. 128 Begwick is no doubt an error for Bexwick or

Beswick.

In the inquisition of Thomas de Twenge, 48 Edw. III.,

p. 4, we find Agnes de Washington holding a carucate of

land at Scotford, in the parish of Lancaster. I do not know
what circumstance brought this family into Lancashire ; but

they were long seated at Warton. One of the house, on the

dissolution of the monasteries, had a grant of the manor of

Sulgrave, in Northamptonshire, and from that line sprang
the great American general.

An apology is due for the unfulfilled promise, at p. 54, of

a contribution to the second volume of Chetham Miscellanies,

Feet offines, temp. Henry Duke of Lancaster. The printing
of these and of another promised work was arrested by the

same circumstance which delayed the appearance of the

present volume. If life and health be preserved, I trust

that both may yet be placed in the hands of the members of

the CHETHAM SOCIETY.

December 1379, is not exact ; it is known that the ship in which he perished

was lost on the 16th of that month. Vide The Memorials of the Order of the

Garter, by GK F. Beltz, K.H. Lancaster Herald, p. 208, where there is an inte-

resting memoir of this Knight and of the family of Banastre. Mr. Beltz how-
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ever has made a singular mistake in placing their first settlement in this island

at Englefield in Berkshire, whereas the castle built by Eobt. Banastre was at

Prestatyn in Flintshire, a district known anciently as Englefield. Yide note to

Sir Thomas Banastre, whose career may be traced in Froissart's Chronicle,
had been knighted by Edward III. in 1360, and in 1375 was elected into the

Order of the Garter. On his plate, still seen in his stall at Windsor, are the

arms, argent a cross flory sable. This line, seated at Bretherton in Leyland

Hundred, and the Banastres of Bank Hall, in the same locality, bearing the

same arms, are supposed to have sprung from Thurstan, a younger son of

Thurstan Banastre, Baron of Newton. Tide Coucher Book of Whalley as

above. In the pedigree given after the next Inquisition, the descent, on the

authority of Dodsworth, is carried two generations higher than was done by Mr.

Beltz.

Although these inquisitions afford no direct evidence as to which of Sir Thomas de

Lathom's wives was the mother of his children, the inferences are strong that

they were the issue of Isabella the first wife, without laying stress upon the

repetition of this name in the person of the daughter, and in despite of gene-

alogists having assigned the issue to Johanna the second wife. The child of

which this lady was adulterously pregnant at the time of her husband's de-

cease in 1382 can have been very little older than Sir Thomas's grandchild Ellen,

or than his grandson (heir to his daughter Isabella), who was of the age of

28 years and upwards at the death of his mother in 1414, vide p. 106 ;
while

there is no reason to doubt the last Thomas de Lathorn being of full age when

he succeeded his father.

Sibilla was the daughter and heiress of Eobert de Cliderou of Salebury. She ap-

pears to have had no issue by her second and third husbands. Dr. Whitaker

erroneously represents Salebury to have passed to the Talbots through a

daughter of her second marriage, and Mr. Foss treats her as the mother of

Judge Fulthorp's son and heir. Had this been so, William de Fulthorp must

have inherited Salebury.

After the death of Johanna, Eichard de Cliderou's daughter Isabella her first

cousin once removed and the wife of John son of William Talbot, a cadet of

the house of Bashall, obtained the inheritance; but not without contention,

Johanna and her husband having sought to divert the descent of the estates

by various settlements in favour of Henry's natural son Eichard, who retained

Little Pendleton, which was a part of the Cliderou property. He was ancestor

of the Hoghtons of Pendleton.

III., between Sir Geoffrey

de Warburton and Richard son of John de Radcliffe, which recites that Sir

Geoffrey sued a scire facias against Robert de Cliderhowe and Isabella his

wife upon a judgment at Chester on a writ of ward.

contiguous to the Ordsall Hall property. It gave name in the previous cen-

tury to a family who had considerable estates and of which the following

account is derived from abstracts of deeds found in Dodsworth's collections.

What the connexion had been between Margaret de Shoresworth and Sir William

de Holand of Hope has not been discovered. The Church sometimes set

aside marriages according to her rules irregular on account of consanguinity.

Thurstan was well endowed by both father and mother, but had no inheritance

from either, and it is certain that Sir William de Holand had a wife J ohanna

in the life-time of Margaret, and that on his death his brother Sir Kobert de

Holand was found to be his heir.

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This inquisition has a peculiar interest, as it is probably the only one taken on the

descent of this estate, which was a mesue manor held under Hapton. The

accident of the heir of Hapton (a manor held by knight's service) being under

age and in the king's wardship brought the death of Henry de Shuttleworth

under notice of the authorities.

The pedigree of Talbot of Bashall, in Whitaker's History of Craven, treats

John as of a younger son of Edmund Talbot, whereas he was his heir. Dying

young and without issue, the second brother Thomas, also apparently under

age when inheriting, continued the family. This John is stated in the pedi-

gree to have been constable of Lincoln castle 5 but this must also be incorrect,

as such trusts were not confided to minors. John, the constable of Lincoln

castle, must have been collateral, and was undoubtedly the same person as the

grantee of the manor of Segebroke, 15 Edw. II.

John de Townley is the same person as was found heir to Richard in the inquisi-

tion at pp. 84-5, and in that of Alicia p. 154.

He married firstly Isabel, daughter and heiress of William de Riiton, the inquisi-

tion upon whose death follows.

Secondly, he had to wife a lady named Elizabeth, to whom the pedigree in the

History of Whalley gives the surname of Nagier. As Towneley's widow she

married William de Rigmaden, who survived her and to whom the wardship
of John Towneley's heir was granted.

The error respecting this lady, whose inquisition follows that of William de Rixton,
must have arisen from an imperfect knowledge of French on the part of Chris-

topher Towneley or of the scribe who compiled the pedigree.
